Neutron Flight Path Fence Entry

Purpose and Scope


This procedure details the steps necessary to open and enter the WNR Target-4 flight path fences and then secure them for beam delivery.


Description


The neutron flight path fences that enclose each Target-4 flight path are interlocked to the Personnel Safety System (PSS). A fence may be opened and entered only when the shutter for that flight path is closed. Eventually, all the fence joints will be chained and locked with a ZPD padlock. The ZPD key is controlled by the WNR Safety Officer. In the interim, many joints will not be locked, and only the fences most accessible to the public will have the ZPD padlock. The others will be locked as possible at the joints where PSS Cord connectors are located.


Entry Procedure


To enter a fenced flight path area, contact the WNR Safety Officer (or alternate) who holds the ZPD key. The Safety officer will: 


Verify that the flight path shutter is closed.


Open the padlock at the entry point.


Disconnect the PSS cords.


As an added precaution, remove one PSS key and lock it to the fence near the open gate, or near the PSS flight path logic box, with a ZPD lock.


For the 4FP30L and 4FP15L flight paths, which share a common fenced exclusion area at the south end of the south yard, both shutters must be closed and a PSS key from the 4FP15L key bank and one of the 4FP30L key banks must be secured.


�Sweep Procedure


It is not anticipated that the barrier gates will be opened frequently during the running cycle. Therefore, this procedure requires action by the WNR Safety Officer (or alternate).


Carefully inspect any pipe penetrations into the fenced flight path area. Determine that no obstructions exist inside the pipe, and that the mesh cover is securely over the end of the pipe. 


Close, lock, and bolt the gates and connect the flight path cord connectors.


Visually verify that no one is locked inside the fenced flight path.


Unlock the padlock(s) holding a PSS key.


NOTE:  In segmented flight paths, notably the 4FP15L and 4FP30L flight paths, which are segmented into logical areas by collimator enclosures or the Indian ruins, all segments must be swept. This includes inspecting pipe penetrations in every segment.
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
