Scope

The Physicist-On-Duty (POD) along with the WNR research team is responsible for the day-to-day operation of the WNR target areas.  These areas include Target-2, Target-4 and flight paths 2,5, 11A, and 11B at MLNSC.  The POD is the point of contact between LANSCE operations and the experimenters using these flight paths.  POD duty is rotated among designated members of LANSCE-3 and other LANSCE users.  A POD duty schedule is shown in Appendix A.

POD Duties

2.1.1
Interface with LANSCE Operations

1. Attend the daily 8:15 AM standup meeting at LANSCE CCR (Mon-Fri).

2. Authorize changes in the micro-pulse spacing.  Arrange and schedule any changes with WNR beam experimenters.

3. Request CCR insert beam plugs for exclusion area entries and inform CCR when it is safe to resume beam transport to WNR.

4. Negotiate scheduling of beam off with MLNSC and other WNR experimenters in cases of urgent reasons to turn off the beam.

WNR Operations

1. Carry the POD digital pager (104-8732) with you at all times during your tour of duty.

2. Be aware of experimental conditions.  Check with experimenters daily to see “how things are going”.

3. Be on call to fix Target-4 interlock problems including water and vacuum systems.

4. Maintain the Target-4 log book every day (in MPF-7)

· Summarize activities. 

· Record vacuums in Target-2 and 4.

· Record micro-pulse contamination.

· Record facility monitor data.

5. Disseminate information of interest (beam schedule, down times, etc.) to experimenters via POD notes and the WNR web page. 

6. Arrange and schedule entries into exclusion areas. 

7. Sweep exclusion areas when necessary. 

8. Authorize emergency repairs on shutters, crypt, water system, etc.. 

9. Authorized to call in technicians for urgent repairs. 

10. Keep LANSCE-3 management informed. 

3.0
On-Call Policy

The following policy for “after-hours” help is in effect during the LANSCE run cycle.  In case of problems during non-working hours, the primary contact should be the POD.  The POD is authorized to call LANSCE-3 technicians for help in fixing urgent problems.  A primary technician is also listed on the POD duty roster shown in Appendix A.  The POD should first try to contact the primary technician and then try other technicians if the primary technician is not available.

For safety issues, Bruce Takala is on call.

For computer related issues, Richard Hammer is on call.
